Pope Francis’s Influence to Follow the “Golden Rule ”     
  
 Thousands of people from all over the country were flocking to New York, Philadelphia, and 
Washington to see the Holy Father. His presence in United States during his first visit appeared to 
have given a deep message that had something for everyone regardless of anyone’s religious 
persuasion or ethnic background. His message contained some of the ideas about religious freedom, 
immigration reform, compassion for the poor, and environmental concerns. His first papal address 
and the historic message of “hope and healing” to the Congress appeared to have become very 
remarkable. In his passionate plea for humanity, he was able to tackle briefly some critical topics such 
as; freedom of religion, immigration reform, gun control, abolition of death penalty, climate change, 
refugee crisis, family life, and indirectly on abortion. 
          
 In his speech to the Congress, Pope Francis urged the world to follow “Golden Ruler,” which 
stated, “Do unto others as you would have them do unto you.” He cited the “Golden Rule” as a 
starting point for how the lawmakers of a country should respond to the challenges that they deal 
with. By quoting it, he further discussed immigration and the refugee crisis all over the world. In 
referring to the immigration reform, Holy Father stated, “We must not be taken aback by their 
numbers, but rather view them as persons, seeing their faces and listening to their stories, trying to 
respond as best we can to their situation.”  Again, without naming abortion, indirectly he spoke about 
it stating that we should protect human life at all its stages. “The Golden Rule also reminds us of our 
responsibility to protect and defend human life at every stage of its development.”  Then, instead of 
staying on the topic of abortion, he switched the focus of his talk to the ending of the death penalty. 
His hope is that all nations would put an end to death penalty. In his words, “This conviction has led 
me, from the beginning of my ministry, to advocate at different levels for the global abolition of the 
death penalty. I am convinced that this way is the best, since every life is sacred, every human 
person is endowed with an inalienable dignity, and society can only benefit from the rehabilitation of 
those convicted of crimes.” He not only supported, but also encouraged the recent convictions of the 
bishops in the United States to work for the abolishment of the death penalty. He stated that a just 
and necessary punishment must never exclude the dimension of hope and the goal of rehabilitation. 
And so, Pope Francis insisted that rehabilitation should be the goal of any system of justice. While 
forgiveness and reconciliation is insisted in most of the religions, forgiveness and redemption are 
definitely the fundamental aspects of Christian faith.  
 
 There is no doubt that there can be some who may disagree with the ideas of Pope Francis. 
Sometimes, there can be Roman Catholics who may have a hard time changing their set ways of 
thinking when it comes to moral issues. But, Pope Francis’s message is meant for those who are 
open hearted and those who have generous spirits. And it is up to the people to figure out how to find 
inspiration from his grace-filled statements.  
   
 According to Pope Francis, some of the powerful aspects of Catholicism and Christianity are 
love, empathy, brotherhood and sisterhood. And then through his simple and humble life-style he 
himself gives witness to the whole world that the true morality is based on humility and simplicity, not 
self-righteousness. In a world that puts so much emphasis on individualism, job status, reputations, 
and titles, Pope Francis gently nudges us to recall that we all are equal in the eyes of God.
